CROSS-BORDER OPERATIONS
TURKEY TO NORTHERN SYRIA | JANUARY - DECEMBER 2020

UNDER UNSCR 2165, 2191, 2258, 2332, 2393, 2449, 2504 & 2533

*On 11 July 2020, the Security Council approved UNSCR 2533 which authorised the use of the Bab al-Hawa border crossing between Turkey and the Idleb area for sending UN
humanitarian assistance to northwest Syria for 12 months. As such, this decision excluded the Bab al-Salam border crossing between Turkey and northern Aleppo governorate from
the fist of authorised border crossings for UN system members.

TRANSHIPMENT OPERATIONS

To meet the need for support in accessing vulnerable populations and prepositioning relief supplies, since 2014 the Logistics Cluster
has facilitated the transhipment of UN agencies’ cargo being transported cross-border into Syria through UNSC-authorised border
crossings. Transhipment operations are supervised by the United Nations Monitoring Mechanism (UNMM). Since 2014, 100% of
transhipment trust requests have been fulfilled.

COORDINATION & INFORMATION MANAGEMENT

In an effort to address common logistics gaps, minimise duplication of effort, and enhance operational decision-making, the Logistics
Cluster holds regular coordination meetings in Gaziantep and Antakya, as well as collecting, analysing, and sharing critical information.
In 2020, 16 meetings have been held across the two locations, with 60 attending organisations.
